First book In a series in which a 
band of Indigenous teens struggle to survive in a future world where people have lost the ability to dream and 
only the marrow of Indigenous people holds the cure. 

● Moccasin Thunder: Contemporary American Indian Stories for Young Adults edited by Lori Marie Carlson, 
HarperCollins, 2005. A collection of short stories by Native American authors for teens. 

● The Painted Drum by Louise Erdrich (Turtle Mountain Chippewa), HarperCollins, 2005. Traveling backwards 
and forward in time, a ceremonial Ojibwe drum has impact on the lives it touches. 

● Rain Is Not My Indian Name by Cynthia Leitich Smith (Muscogee), Heartdrum, 2001. A grieving Native teen 
becomes involved in the controversy over her aunt’s Indian Camp in a mostly white midwestern community. 

● Reservation Blues by Sherman Alexie (Spokane/Coeur d’Alene), Atlantic Monthly Press, 1995. Story about an 
all-Indian Catholic rock band from the Spokane Reservation with black humor and rooted in Native American 
mythology. 

● Standing Strong by Gary Robinson (Choctaw/Cherokee), Seventh Generation Books, 2019. YA novel about a 

suicidal teen girl on the reservation who finds her purpose in the protests at Standing Rock. 

● The Summer of Bitter and Sweet by Jen Ferguson (Metis/white), Heartdrum, 2022. Lou’s summer  after 

graduation is spent working at her Metis uncles’ ice cream stand, navigating her asexuality, and facing up to 

the intimidation of her white biological father who has been recently been released from prison. 

● There There by Tommy Orange (Cheyenne & Arapaho Tribes of Oklahoma), Knopf, 2018. The intertwined 

stories of twelve individuals traveling to the Big Oakland Powwow explore the lives of urban Indians. 

● Where Wolves Don’t Die by Anton Treuer (Ojibwe), Levine Querido, 2024. A Minnesota teenager considered a 

suspect in an arson case takes refuge on his family’s rez, working the winter traplines with his grandfather.

Young Adult graphic novel about two boys on 
the Agamiing Reserve falsely accused of arson.

A 
collection of stories by different Indigenous creators about the past 150 years of what is now Canada through 
Indigenous eyes.  

Twenty-
four Native storytellers tell cultural stories in graphic novel format.
